It is estimated that thus far, more 
than 2,000 people have died and more are expected to, especially the 
children, due to outbreak of different diseases, shortage of food, 
accommodation and medicines. Floods in Pakistan have destroyed 
almost everything for them: millions of people have lost their properties 
and lives in the aftermaths.
